Never
apply the film directly to the window sealings.

e Minimum application temperature: +10 °C (+45 °F).

e Itis possible to peel the film off of the substrate. Remove residual adhesive if necessary.

OPERATING RECOMMENDATIONS:

e For any lamination or other, optimal drying time for the inks is 24 hours minimum.

e On flat substrates, it is recommended to laminate with an adhesive-coated, extra-clear, cold
laminating film (PG836), applied using a laminator.

DO NOT USE heat-sealing (heat encapsulating) film.

e For vehicle rear windows (slightly curved), we recommend using our "cast" cold laminate
PC50MICP2.

e The MICRO?2 film's adhesion at edges and corners can be reinforced with our self-adhesive edge
sealing tapes "FPG836" for flat surfaces, "FPC50MICP2" for slighty curved substrates or our
sealing varnish VR7077 in case of extreme mechanical stress.

The sealing must be done by superimposing the tape or varnish between the MICRO2 film and the glass
substrate while avoiding any contact with the seals.
